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Introduction

The new movingimage VideoManager Pro combines all relevant functions to manage, edit, and stream
corporate videos in a single interface. With the SaaS solution, companies can cover the entire spectrum
of video asset management in their communication strategies. VideoManager Pro is the central core
element of the movingimage Managed Video Platform, which includes both managed services as well as
solutions.

The intuitive handling and the clear structure of the VideoManager user interface allow fast processes for
editors who organize movingimage campaigns for web, Intranet and social media in their everyday
operations.

This documentation is dedicated to all users of the web-based VideoManager and provides a detailed
description of the video asset management tool, as well as the available functions.
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The user interface of VideoManager is clearly divided into functional areas, which optimizes the work in
the browser - even when using mobile devices. There are three main areas, which you can navigate to via
the [Main] drop-down menu in the top right corner of the software. This top menu bar also contains the
[Help] button and the [Log out] function.

The three main areas are: Video Asset Management, Player Generator, and Administration.

3.1 The User Interface

The "Asset Management" area is organized as follows:
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4 Advanced Video Editing.

1. Navigation - Navigation is located in the left pane of the browser window. The video channels are
listed here. You can create new channels and edit or delete existing channels. Y ou can also view
the contents of the trash.
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2. Video list - This area displays all uploaded videos in a list (the video list is sorted in descending
order by upload date).

© The visibility of videos depends basically on your permissions: certain videos are not
listed, because you do not have the necessary permission.

3. Video toolbar - Above the video list there is a toolbar with the following options:
B Select all: by activating this button, all videos in the video list are selected
B Upload : videos from your local drive can be uploaded
B Duplicate: a video highlighted in the video list can be duplicated
B Delete: multiple selected videos of the video list can be moved to the trash

B Search: search for specific videos in the list

©  You can search for text within the titles and descriptions of the video, chapters,
and interactive overlays, as well as other video metadata.

4, Editing area with preview player - The editing area is located on the right side of the browser
window. You can view and edit data of the selected video from the video list in thematically
organized accordion menus. You can play the selected video in the preview player.

5. Menu bar - The menu bar of VideoManager Pro provides the following commands:

® VideoManager Selection: drop-down menu for selecting the VideoManager you want to
work with

= This menu is only shown when a user has access to multiple VideoManagers.

® Help: link to the online documentation of VideoManager Pro
B Menu: drop-down menu for switching to the Player Generator or Administration area

B Logout: log out of the system
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3.2 The Video List

Within the VideoManager, the video list represents the central library of all uploaded videos. From here,
you can call up video data for editing, add videos to channels, and search for videos. Each video entry in
the list also provides a context menu with additional options, such as "delete" or "duplicate".

3.3  Video Upload

Numerous upload options are available for uploading a video to your VideoManager. Smaller videos (up
to approximately 200 MB) can be uploaded very easily through the web browser. For larger videos, or to
upload multiple videos at once, we recommend the use of the FTP server (see also the FTP Import
chapter). You can also upload videos with a mobile device via the movingimage upload app for iOS and
Android.

@ Important information about video settings can be found here: Recommended Video Settings.

Should the upload process unexpectedly be canceled (i.e. if the browser has been closed or your WLAN
connection is interrupted) you don't need to upload the entire video again. The upload process
continues at exactly the point where the upload was interrupted. Here, the system automatically detects
whether the selected file corresponds to the file that was originally selected.

Follow the described steps to upload a video from your local drive:

1. Click on the [“ Upload] button in the video toolbar. The file display window opens, where you
can select a video file.
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2. Select the desired video file from your local directory, and then click on the [Open] button. The
upload process is started. The progress bar allows you to monitor the transfer.

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3.4  Duplicating a Video File

You can create a copy of a video file via the [Duplicate] button in the video toolbar. One example of when
you would need a copy of the video is if you wanted to provide identical, separate video files for two
different departments, without having to upload the same file. In this context it should be noted that the
following properties of the original file are adopted for the copy:

®  group membership
B security policy
®  access profile
B active thumbnail
® metadata: title, description, keywords, and person in charge
The system automatically assigns a separate video ID to the duplicate.
—  Toduplicate a video file, you need the right: "Duplicate video". Additional access rights to the

video and channel are necessary via the "Ownership" framework (see also " Access Right
Matrix: Duplicate videos into a channel ").

Click the [Q]
icon to enter a search term in the text box provided in the video toolbar. The search
results will be shown in the video list.

3.8 Channels

You can add videos to channels to keep them organized and group them in various ways. Channels, as
well as their sub-channels, are arranged in the navigation pane in a tree structure. Which channels you
can access is dependent on your user rights.

If you want to add a video to a channel, you can easily drag and drop the video into the channel. The
assignment of a video to a channel establishes a link between the video and the assigned channel.

@ If the "Ownership" feature has been booked for your VideoManager, you can assign channels
to an owner group. This way, you can control who can see and access each channel (see the "
Channel Access Rights " chapter).

3.8.3 Assigning a Video to a Channel

Channels are very helpful structuring tools, for example, to organize the video list hierarchically. This can
make administration of video data easier and accelerate the workflow of video editors.

In the navigation pane of the video asset management area, all established channels and sub-channels

are displayed. You can assign videos to these channels.

@ Avideo can be assigned to several different channels at the same time.

1. In the video list, select one or more videos that you want to assign to a channel. The selected
entries in the list will be highlighted in blue.

2. Drag the highlighted entries to the desired channel with left mouse button held.

3. When you release the mouse button, the videos are associated with the channel.

@ If the destination channel is a sub-channel, drag the video(s) to the parent channel
without releasing the mouse button. This opens the channel tree so you can drag the
videos into the desired sub-channel.

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3.10 Video Release & Publishing

as well as a time-controlled release is available in the VideoManager.

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3.10.3 Publishing a Video
Once you are finished configuring the settings for an uploaded video, you can now publish it.

Since VideoManager Pro supports the Open Graph Protocol, elements such as title, description, and
thumbnail are embedded when sharing your video content on social networks (e.g. Facebook, Yammer
etc.). This increases the attractiveness of the click.

—  The video cannot be published until it is released (see " Releasing a Video for Publishing ").

3.11.2 Video Transcoding

The VideoManager provides high-quality playback and strteaming of your videos through its transcoding
function. After the upload, video files are automatically converted to standard and special formats. In
this way, your video is playable on different devices and in different quality levels.
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Transcoding of videos means that the encoding of the original video file is converted into one or more
new, compressed streams. These streams can then be played in a suitable player on a computer or also
on mobile devices.

After you have uploaded your video, the automatic transcoding starts. You can see the corresponding
transcoding process in your VideoManager. The accordion menu Video Formats lists all available
formats. The transcoding status is indicated by the corresponding progress bar.

The VideoManager Pro statistics evaluates central key figures of videos at user-selectable intervals. Thus,
you have a reliable source to measure the success of your videos.

The following chapter describes the statistical function of your VideoManager. In the section " Calling up
and Exporting Statistics Data " you will learn how you can call video statistics.

3.13.1 Views and Plays

In the accordion menu Statistics you can see the number of views or plays for a video.

" Views are representing how often a video was shown on a web page or in a video gallery. If you
have placed a video on your landing page of your website, for example, it will probably produce
many views because the homepage is often called.

" Plays, however, indicate how many times a video was actually played.

Usually the two values for views and plays vary - typically the number of plays is less than the number of
views.

To obtain accurate values, in the graphic, click the respective graph or bar. This will open a detail
display.

Nowadays it is essential to take a barrier-free implementation of online videos into consideration, if you
intend to distribute your videos professionally. This means that the subtitling for the deaf or hard of
hearing, but also for viewers, who do not perfectly master the video language, is required. In addition to
the spoken, subtitles help to transcribe audible elements (relevant ambient noise or events) of the video
in a visually readable form, so that in this way, your viewers can follow a video content even without
sound. This aspect is of great significance for mobile accessing of videos because the viewing of videos
on the go is often without sound.

The VideoManager offers you the possibility to implement subtitles as closed caption in your videos, so
that viewers can show or hide subtitles as needed.
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You can add subtitles in the advanced editing area of uploaded videos. WEBVTT and SRT files are
supported, which is a W3C standard.

—  Currently, subtitles are only supported when using the Bitmovin Player type (all browsers) and
HTML5 when using Chrome or Safari.

Perform the following steps to add subtitles to a video:

1. First, select from the video list the required video by clicking the corresponding entry.

2. Click the [Advanced Video Editing] button in the editing area. You will be forwarded to the
appropriate area of VideoManager.

3.15.4 Interactive Overlays

The VideoManager provides this possibility and allows customization
via the Player Generator. In the Player Generator, you can set breakpoints - these are predefined points
(widths of the player in pixels) that define when the layout of the web page should change depending on
the size of the device (tablets, smartphones, etc.). In addition, you can show or hide individual controls
when the Player width is smaller than, larger than, or within the range of the breakpoints. This prevents
the browser of a mobile device from shrinking the content to the point that it becomes unreadable.

- Configurations for responsive players applies only to HTML5 players.

To configure a responsive player, proceed as follows:

1. First, make sure you have configured the global settings for the visibility of the controls (see the
Controls " chapter).

(1] Controls that are not globally visible, are automatically not available on responsive
players.
